home early Friday morning, April 11, 
2008.  Myers was the founder and 
original business owner of Fay Myers 
Motorcycle World in Denver Colorado 
and was an avid motorcyclist and an 
accomplished drag racer and still holds 
at least one record pass on a modified 
1956 Triumph.  Myers began riding in 
1930 on a motorless, horse-driven 1912 
Harley Davidson.  When Myers was 28
-years old, he created Fay Myers Mo-
torcycle World in Denver, Colorado.  
His first franchise was the English-built 
Triumph brand.  Myers traded in a be-
loved 1912 Harley-Davidson for a 
‘Triumph’ brand sign from “motorcycle 
king” Ray Koch.  He hung the sign 
outside a small brick building on West 
Alameda in Denver and opened shop.  
As the city grew, Myers began to add 
more brands to his dealership.  In 1960, 
Fay Myers became the 99th Honda Mo-
torcycle dealer in the U.S. and today, 
Fay Myers Motorcycle World carries 
on with eight major brands and em-
ploys over 75 people”

So he got in-
volved in the legislature and is responsi-
ble for getting laws passed so that bikes 
can ride in the OHV lanes now.  Just a 
couple of weeks ago, Fay Meyers hauled 
in tons of dirt and spread it all around the 
parking lot and invited young people to 
come out and ride bikes in the dirt.  And 
this was all for free and for fun.  Because 
these young bike riders are the bikers of 
the future.

White Water Ride

We entered the 
river at a spot where they usually get out 
of the water after the half-day “Numbers 
Ride”.  The route we would be taking 
was the afternoon part of the full day 
“Numbers Ride”.  We hit the white water 
right away.  Some pretty good rapids 
were negotiated before we came to some 
serious fun.
