to see us. The term “Safety Chrome” is 
not a joke: it’s a fact! 

And last but not least: 
DON’T SCRATCH THE BIKE! <End 
Quote> 
I hope someday to be able to give credit 
to the author of this, but now it’s my 
turn:  Regarding #22: yes passengers, it 
is important for us to be on time, but its 
“okay” if the rider is running late. If 
you find yourself in this position, its 
kinda fun to stand by the bike fully 
geared up with a very smug look on 
your face. They, of course, will have a 
very “valid reason” for being late, but 
we know differently.  Regarding #1, 3, 
5, 7, 9, 11, 13, 15, 17, 19, 21, 23, and 
25: they don’t like the intercom cord to 
dangle or slam against the paint either. 
On a more serious note, these tips from 
another anonymous Rider are intended 
for the safety of all and are very impor-
tant: 
Trust the person you are riding with. IF 
YOU DO NOT T HEN YOU 
SHOULD NOT GET ON THE BIKE.   
Please remember that we are not going 
to hurt you. We love you on the bike 
with us and we are not trying to hurt 
you or us.  
If you do feel a little uneasy, do not 
hold onto the driver’s shoulders. Put 
your hands on his waist or the grab bars 
on the seat. (Shoulders play an impor-
tant part in maintaining control of the 
bike.) 
If you feel something you do not like, 
please ask a question about it or say 
your statement. DO NOT YELL IT AT 
US. That is hard at the time but yelling 
may distract the Rider and make for an 
unsafe situation. 
Remember that passengers and riders 
have different perspectives. Based on 
what’s ahead we sometimes need to 
take a different approach than what you 
are expecting. We may not have felt or 
even understand what it is you are 
(not!) yelling to us about. 
It is hard for passengers to see every-
thing as we do. On the same note we do 
not see and feel everything you do. Re-
member, this is a 2-way street: it is a 
trust thing and a talking thing between 
the 2 people. We ALL must remember 
that.

Moonlight Ride – Saturday July 19,

   The day had been hot and I believe 
that everyone was looking for a way to 
cool off and relax. 18 people (12 bikes) 
showed up at the meeting place (RTD 
P a r k - n - R i d e  a t  H a m p d e n  & 
Wadsworth).  From there, we headed 
for a short ride south on 285 to C470 to 
US 6, on into historic downtown 
Golden. We arrived at the Old Capitol 
Grille on Washington Avenue for din-
ner. 6 additional people (2 bikes) joined 
us there. I was a little concerned that, 
because of the cloudiness of the eve-
ning, that our quest for moonlight 
would be fleeting. As it turned out, it 
wasn’t. 
   For those that didn’t know, Golden 
was founded during the gold rush of 
1859, but gold seekers were not its first 
inhabitants. The area had been fre-
quented by the Ute, Arapaho, and 
Cheyenne tribes, as well as early trap-
pers Louis Vasquez and Rufus Sage. 
Most sources agree that the town was 
named for settler Tom Golden, one of 
the early gulch miners who panned gold 
in the valley of Clear Creek. Although 
Golden was the site of the Territorial 
Capital from 1862 to 1867, it lost the 
state capital to Denver when Colorado 
achieved statehood. Rumor has it that 
Denver won the capitol competition by 
a single vote and that the winning vote 
was bought and paid for by big money 
people in Denver. 
The Old Capitol Grille is in the oldest 
building in the city and was the site of 
the territorial capitol. The building at 
one time also hosted a bank as evi-
denced by the still present bank vault. 
Their menu is varied, offering numer-
ous entrees, salads, sandwiches, Mexi-
can, etc. We also received excellent 
service from our lone waitress, Polly. 
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ing was broken but, as of the writing of this 
article, results of a subsequent MRI are not 
yet known.

Precious and I 
went and visited him a couple of times 
and, each time we went, there were oth-
ers there. Not that we had organized the 
visit: simply because those individuals 
cared about their friend. In this case, the 
club went so far as to have a bake-sale to 
help defray some of his expenses. Very 
touching. 
 
And again: on a club ride to Wyoming, 
one of the riders had an electrical issue. 
We all stopped and provided assistance 
to get the bike back on the road. Then, 
when the rider chose to return to Denver 
instead of continuing the ride, two of us 
went with him to make sure he made it 
home okay. There was no way the group 
was going to let him go on his own with-
out backup. Very cool. 
 
Last weekend: my turn! When taking a 
turn at slow speed, I hit gravel and the 
bike started to slide out from under me. 

With Precious on the back, I jammed my 
right leg into the pavement and shoved 
the bike back upright. I saved the bike 
and my girl, but hurt my leg pretty bad in 
the process. After stopping for photos, 
we rode on down into Boulder. By the 
time we got there, my leg was in excru-
ciating pain. I radioed that I was going to 
stop, but go ahead on, I would be fine. 
Immediately, I was joined by two bikes. 
Within moments, another 10 or 12 
shared the parking lot with me. Every 
rider that had been on the ride was in 
that parking lot with me. No one was 
leaving until they had figured out what 
we were going to do. When I finally de-
cided to ride to the house, 5 bikes ac-
companied me. One rider volunteered his 
back seat to Precious so I could ride as 
light as possible. By the time I got home, 
two had ridden ahead and the riders 
helped me off the bike and into the car 
for the trip to the ER. On the ride to the 
hospital, we had two bikes with us. They 
stayed until I got into a wheelchair and 
checked into the ER before heading 
home. Then, another showed up and the 
couple aboard stayed with us all night 
long until I was checked out and allowed 
to go home! How cool is that?? 
 
Now take note of this: I did not mention 
any names (except Precious) in this arti-
cle. Here is the reason: we did these 
things as a club. That’s not to say we 
won’t, as individuals, help out fellow 
riders in distress. I’m sure we all would. 
The point here is that we did these things 
together, as a club. We take care of our 
own. We watch out for each other and 
provide help whenever, wherever it is 
needed. We provide each other with se-
curity. You know, if you are on a club 
ride and have a problem, you are not 
alone. I know this for a fact: I’ve been 
through that time of need.
